To apply for financial aid for the first summer session of 2011, you must have a 2010-2011 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) form on file by June 30, 2011.
You MUST SUBMIT this Summer Financial Aid Request Form by April 15, 2011, if you plan on using Financial Aid to cover your summer courses. 

IF YOUR REGISTRATION STATUS CHANGES YOU MUST NOTIFY THE OFFICE IMMEDIATELY.
There may be grant funds available for the summer term. Should funds become available, they will be awarded to those who were eligible for a Pell Grant during the academic year. Please be mindful that the grants may not be awarded at the beginning of the summer session I term. Therefore, we strongly encourage you to consider utilizing loan funds to cover your summer expenses. If you have exhausted all of your Stafford Loan funds during the 2010-2011 academic year, you will need to consider applying for a William D. Ford Direct Parent PLUS Loan or Private/Alternative Loan. (Please refer to the DSU website for information and instructions concerning the Direct Plus and Private/Alternative loans.)
Loan funds may be available through the William D. Ford Federal Direct Education Loan Programs (FFELP), if you did not utilize all of your eligibility during the fall 2010 and spring 2011 semesters. Please see the chart below to determine if you have any Federal Family Educational Loan program funds available.

A freshmen (0-29 earned credit hours) may borrow up to $5500 between the fall semester through the summer term

A sophomore (30-59 earned credit hours) may borrow up to $6500 between the fall semester through the summer term total.

Juniors/ seniors (60+ earned credit hours) may borrow up to $7500 between the fall semester through the summer term total.

******If your grade level changes during the academic year, you may borrow the difference between the lower grade level and the new grade level. 
You may still have a portion of the Direct Federal Unsubsidized Loan available, if you did not borrow the maximum.

Freshmen/Sophomores, if approved for the additional Unsubsidized Loan, may borrow up to $4000

Juniors/Seniors, if approved for the additional Unsubsidized Loan, may borrow up to $5000


******All loan eligibility is assessed in a 12 month time frame.

If you have exhausted all of you Stafford Loan funds during the 2010-2011 academic year, you will need to consider applying for a Parent PLUS Loan or Private Loan. Please see the DSU website for details on where to apply.
